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Making a film takes patience and attention to details. Making  three-minute music video can take several weeks. Before filming even begins, the script is developed and revised. Then preproduction can start, which includes finding locations, casting characters, developing the wardrobe. Finally, a list of shots is made, so the filmmakers know what needs to actually be in each take and rehearsal begins. Once everything is set, filming can commence! 
1. Style: 




 Rationale:
Some people make films just for fun. They like to plan a funny story and get together with their friends to shoot it, sharing it with their families and sometimes over You Tube. Other people make films to educate people, making documentaries that inform people about things or ideas they may never have otherwise had access to. Still others are filmmakers just because they like to entertain people, whether it’s by frightening them or making them laugh. 

2. Style: 




 Rationale:
Luke Guidici, a filmmaker, recently had a 18-hour production day. The call time for the shoot was 6:30am, but he had to pack up the equipment at 5:30 so he’d be sure to be there on time. Unfortunately, it was raining hard, so the first shot of the day—an outdoor scene—had to be postponed until the weather cleared. Then, setting up the greenscreen took longer than expected, so the shooting started even later. One of the band members was an excellent actor, but the others need multiple takes to get each shot right. And when he finally got all the shots he needed and it was time to pack up, the rolling door jammed, and the crew had to spend way too much time getting it to close. 

3. Style: 




 Rationale:
Being a director is quite challenging, especially when dealing with actors who know everything. These actors just want to do everything their own way, despite a different vision from the director. In this case, the director needs to be careful in how he deals with the actor. Actors have big egos, so it’s a good idea to appeal to that in the process of convincing them to do things otherwise. Of course, if nothing works, the director might just have to fire the actor. 

4. Style: 




 Rationale:
Filming a music video is not quite the same as filming a short movie. Both videos and movies need to have a script, but a video’s script is aligned with the song and does not have any dialogue. Usually the members of the band are the main characters in the music video, whereas movies give the director freedom to choose who they want to play each character.
