AP English Summer Reading Booktalks

Each Booktalk should focus on a central meaning/theme in the work.  The goal of your work is twofold:  first, determine and examine a significant meaning/theme from each work; second, share your creative interpretation of the work with the class.  Use one of the AP Open Question prompts as the basis of your analysis of the meaning of the work as a whole. Be sure to cite the specific AP Open Question prompt used for each Booktalk, and explain how the work addresses the topic of the prompt. Select a different type of project for each Booktalk.  Suggestions include:

-an analytical essay;

-an original poem;

-a comparative essay (summer reading and another work you have read);

-a book review (similar in content to analytical essay; tone and style different);


-an original piece of artwork or series of photographs with written commentary;

-a piece a literary criticism written in the style of one of the critical approaches described in Kennedy book (Ch. 44, 1931-1980).  Types include:  formalist criticism; biographical criticism; historical criticism; psychological criticism; mythological criticism; sociological criticism; gender criticism; reader-response criticism; deconstructionist criticism; and, cultural studies criticism.  
 
 -an original piece of artwork or a series of photographs with written commentary;

-a philosophical dialogue between two individuals.
