Book One

1. “At the start of winter came the permanent rain and with the rain came the cholera. But it was checked and in the end only seven thousand died” (4).


2. “I tried to tell about the night and the difference between the night and the day and how the night was better unless the day was very clean and cold and I could not tell it; as I cannot tell it now. But if you have had it you know” (13).
3. “I went out the door and suddenly I felt lonely and empty. I had treated seeing Catherine very lightly, I had gotten somewhat drunk and had nearly forgotten to come but when I could not see her there I was feeling lonely and hollow” (41).

Book Three
