SHORT STORY FAIR

Display Guideline

Your display should include the following, posted neatly and artistically on a presentation board:

1. Display a symbolic artifact that represents one or more of the many “elements of fiction” along with a brief explanation of how that artifact connects to your story.  
2. Select a piece of music or a song that connects to one or more of the many “elements of fiction.”  Record the song so that it can be played during the Fair; if this is impossible, print up the lyrics and post them on your display.
3.  Complete and post in your display sentences such as “If you like (to feel connected to a character) this story is for you.”  “This story will make you (wonder about death, want to be in love, consider your relationship with your parents).”

4.  Write and post a letter to the class explaining why this story should be used as a whole class story.  If desired, use the Letter Generator (www.readwritethink.org/materials/letter_generator/) to create a final copy.

5.  Feature an advertisement for your story that includes an image, a slogan, and a “back cover” summary of your story.  Your summary should act as a teaser, to excite people to want to read your story without giving away the ending.  Read the back cover of your favorite novel for inspiration.
· Format your display so that the elements are attractive and meaningful and so that the advertisement is the central feature.  
· Make sure that all writing is revised for vividness, clarity and grammatical precision.
· Whenever possible, use the terms you learned from our “elements of fiction” slide show.
