	Upon the Burning of Our House-Anne Bradstreet

In silent night when rest I took, 
For sorrow near I did not look, 
I wakened was with thund’ring noise 
And Piteous shrieks of dreadful voice.

I, starting up, the light did spy, 
And to my God my heart did cry 
To strengthen me in my distress 
10 And not to leave me succourless. 
Then coming out beheld a space,

	End rhyme is used to create emphasis and rhythm. This creates a feeling of anticipation within the reader. 
Bradstreet also uses onomatopoeia to allow the reader to experience the terrifying sounds that Anne did during the fire.
She uses alliteration to emphasize the feeling of fear created by the fire.
Finally personification is used to create sadness in the line “ my heart did cry” and fear in “flame consume” 
	In this first stanza Bradstreet is creating a feeling of fear and surprise at the accidental burning of her house. The audience can see the importance of religion in Anne’s life because she turns to God, “To strengthen me in my distress.” This also reflects the influence of the Puritan society whom placed a heavy influence on religion and who believed God had a hand in everything.
