Create Your Own Pilgrimage

Directions: 

Either alone, or in a group of no more than three, decide on a modern day pilgrimage (road trip) that you’d like to embark on. Each individual will have $1000 to start with and will have to itemize how that money was spent (food, sightseeing, transportation, fuel, hotel/campground). You can start wherever you’d like without taking money from your budget (i.e. starting in Greece and ending in Spain you wouldn’t have to factor what it costs to get to Greece…you’d already be broke).  You must spend all of your money appropriately, no Vegas trips or gambling to double your money!!!

Your final product should include a paper that has a “Purpose” (5-7 sentences) of why you chose the pilgrimage you chose; an “Itinerary” describing how far you traveled each day, how many days you traveled, and what you did for the day (i.e. sightseeing); an “Itemized Report” detailing how you spent your money; and a “Conclusion” (5-7 sentences) stating anything you may have learned, or expected to get from this trip.


You will have a poster (using construction paper I give you) with a map drawn to show where you traveled to, marking cities and places of importance on the map. Use the internet to research points of interest along your destination, as well as to get an accurate distance that you will be traveling. You will present these to the class.
