What does your current event need to be about?

The current event of choice should not be more than TWO weeks old and in some way related to the United States. Articles relating to pop-culture and sports are not acceptable unless approved by me first at least one week before the CER is due. For your benefit, you will want to find an article somewhat interesting.

Summary, analysis, and questions must be typed, 12-point font, Times New Roman, and double-spaced.
Submit to Turnitin.com before class starts.
Summary, Analysis, and Questions 
First paragraph (minimum of five sentences) summary of the article Include who, what, when, where, and why.
Second paragraph (minimum of five sentences) analysis of the article. The analysis should answer the questions: 

Why is this article important to U.S. history? 

What are possible causes of this event/story?

What are possible consequences of this event/story?

What is your opinion of this article?

Third paragraph: What are three questions that you have about this article? Explain why those questions came to mind.
You will ask these questions to the class on the day the current event is due. Questions should be open-ended in order to stimulate discussion. You are welcome to discuss the connection of the article topic to this class and your life.
