
ENGLISH 1-2 CP—Conflict and Theme Essay 
Peer/Self Edit Checklist
· Read for errors in spelling, punctuation, grammar, and mechanics. Use the proofreading marks to make changes.

· Avoid saying “this quote” after each quote. It’s only a quote in your paper, not in the original story. Also, it gets repetitive. So, say “in this passage,” “this line reveals,” or “here we see,” etc. 

· Make sure to use present tense consistently. Double check the conclusion. Even in the conclusion you want to write about the story using present tense. 
·  Make sure you have not used “you” or “I” even in the hook. You can say “we” as in the collective reader, or rephrase
· Make sure conflict is expressed clearly as between two things or people.

· Check that quotes are thoroughly introduced/there are transitions where necessary

· Make sure theme is fully articulated, not just one word. 

· Make sure theme is mentioned in each body paragraph
