Night: Sketchbook-Journal
Directions:
While reading Night, you will be required to keep a sketchbook-journal.  This is a combination of sketches about and written responses to the novel.  You will be required to make an entry for each chapter in the novel.  

The first thing you will decide on is the format for your sketchbook-journal.  Spend a considerable amount of time creating a cover for your sketchbook-journal and setting it up.  Since there are no chapter titles for Night, you will be responsible for creating an appropriate title for each chapter (with the page numbers included) for each entry.  

Once you have appropriately titled the chapter for the entry, you are responsible for sketching memorable scenes or creating a collage from magazine pictures for the chapter.  Even if you do not consider yourself a good artist, try to make some sketches.  Use colors that remind you of the mood of the story.  You may also consider taking photographs and putting them in the sketchbook-journal in lieu of sketching or creating a collage.  

The written entries should focus on your response to the literature and should not be plot summary.  They should include comments about your thoughts and feelings while reading, any questions you have, and predictions about the next chapter.  Each chapter entry should be at least half a page.  Below is a list of suggestions for the types of entries you may consider including in your sketchbook-journal.  In order to show depth and understanding, vary your entries. 
Suggestions for the types of entries you may want to make:

· Check your understanding:  Explain how the story is making sense to you; discuss the setting, mood, point of view, and character relationships; discuss themes within Night.

· Make inferences: Explain your thoughts about the feelings and motives of the characters; discuss the implied themes in Night.

· Make and revise predictions: At the end of each chapter, make a prediction about what you think will happen next.  After you read, go back and check your predictions.  Tell if you had to revise them and why.

· Ask questions: Ask questions about scenes or events that are confusing; record the answers if you discussed the questions in class or later find in the answer in the novel.

· Give your opinion: Give your opinion about the literary quality of the work; discuss the author’s style, use of language, and use of literary devices; tell why you do or do not like the story and provide examples from the text; compare Night with other works of literature.

· Make connections:  Think about ways the characters and events relate to your own life and experiences.  Put yourself in the character’s place and discuss how you would think or feel in that situation.  Try this from the point of view of the main character and a few of the minor ones.

· Make recommendations: Tell what you think the characters should do or say.  Tell how you would end the story or what you think might happen next.

You will be graded on the quality of your responses to literature and the sketches/collage/photographs.  The sketchbook-journal will be collected once we finish reading Night.  Make sure that you keep up with each entry and do not fall behind on this assignment.
