Located in the four corners region of the U.S.—apartment complexes--kivas



































Palenque in the Mexican state of Chiapas: 431 CE—“Palace” –may have been an administrative site rather than a residential complex and Temple of the Inscriptions—nine levels –five porticos and a three part vaulted inner chamber





The Temple of the Inscriptions is significant because archaeologist discovered a small subterranean chamber that contained the undisturbed tomb of Lord Pacal. 





Lord Pacal ruled from 615-683 CE –68 years!! 























Inka 1450-1530

Machu Picchu is an estate on the easternmost edge of the Inka empire.

sacrifical victims sustained the sun god in his daily course across the sky


sun god/god of rain and fertility ==dual steps up to the temple


the pyramids are meant to resemble mountains (they think…)
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
