Project: 
The 10 Most Important Supreme Court Cases of All Time
Although the Supreme Court only hears about 100 cases a year – and are just one of many important federal courts – their decisions have literally changed the course of U.S. history. Indeed, many times it has been the Supreme Court – not the President or Congress- that has taken the lead in addressing a major American issues or crisis. In the early years of our country, it was the Supreme Court (more so than the President or Congress) that established the supremacy of the federal government; during the mid to late 1800’s, the Supreme Court wrestled with slavery and segregation;  in the 1960’s the Supreme Court took the lead in expanding civil rights. Your task is to compile what you believe are the 10 most important Supreme Court Cases related of all time. You will present the cases in an illustrated timeline. 

Process:

Step 1: Using your textbook, internet, lectures and worksheets, begin to find the most important cases, arranging them chronologically and taking notes on them. 

Step 2: Once you have chosen the 10 most important cases of all time, write them in PEN on poster paper chronologically and briefly summarize each case.

Step 3: Create a picture or symbol to represent each case. NO PENCIL! Be creative and neat!
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
