Argumentative Paragraph Peer Revise
1. Highlight thesis statement. Does the writer take a clear position on the topic? Do you think he/she is going to support, refute, or qualify? 
2. Underline evidence/examples. Is the evidence that the writer provides relevant to the topic? Does it support his/her position? Is there any evidence that should be omitted?  Suggest any additional evidence that may make the essay stronger.

3. Does the writer link the evidence back to his/her position? If the writer needs to explain and relate his/her evidence more effectively, offer suggestions.

4. Circle transition words. Does the writer use transition words to create logical connections between ideas from sentence to sentence? Indicate where transitions should be present.

5. Box word choice that needs to be improved. Offer suggestions of higher-level wording to substitute for simplistic diction. If you notice repetition of certain words, offer alternatives.

6. Put a cloud around any awkward or unclear sentences and offer suggestions for improvement.

7. Does the concluding sentence provide a satisfying close? Offer suggestions.

8. Finally, does the paragraph provide a clear, convincing argument? If there are any inconsistencies, contradictions or unclear arguments, make note of these and discuss with your partner.
