Why did Kaahumanu and Keopuolani want to get rid of the Kapu system?  

Made life hard for women, saw foreigners breaking Kapu and nothing was 

 happening to them

How did they abolish (get rid of ) of the Kapu system?


Liholiho ate with his mom and this symbolized the end of the Kapu system.
How did ending the Kapu system affect Hawaii?


No religion, no real laws, free eating

Kuhina Nui

Why was the Kuhina Nui created?
It was said that Kamehameha appointed Kaahumanu as Kuhina Nui because he felt Liholiho was not capable of being King.  It is unsure if thisis true, but no one argued with Kaahumanu

What did the Kuhina Nui do?


“Co-rule” with the King.  They shared power

What Hawaiian customs did the missionaries not like?

Hula, infanticide, way Hawaiians dressed, marrying more than one woman, the way they punished

themselves
What were some effects of the Missionaries on Hawaii?

Started schools, put Hawaiian language in written form, Taught them about Christianity
What were the first schools like and who were the students?


They were taught by reading aloud and students would repeat.  Most students were adults.  They were taught to read, write, behave as Christians, shake hands, cover-up their bodies, and took exams
Constitution of 1840

How did it structure the Hawaiian government?

Broke the government up into 3 branches: Legislative, executive, and judicia.  Hawaiian commoners were now allowed to be in the government
Why did they make the government so similar to the US and Great Britain?

Because Kam III wanted to show Hawaii to be a strong nation that was similar to

the other big countries. That way Hawaii would be considered an equal.   It would help the big countries from taking over or taking advantage of Hawaii

What is the purpose of a constitution?


It sets a basic plan for government, structures and organizes the government
Declaration of rights 1839
What were they?

Right to life, possessions and equal protection of the law
Organic Acts 1845
Why were they created?

To describe the duties of government officials in Hawaii under the Constitution 
Great Mahele 1848
What was it?

Division of land among the 245 chiefs and Ali’i.  Land was divided into 3 parts.  Crown lands,
Government lands and Konohiki lands for the Chiefs.  23.8% to King, 39.2 to Konohiki, 36.2 to Government and 1% to Maka’ainana
What were some negatives about it?


Hawaiian commoners were still without their own land
Kuleana Grant 1850
What was it?

Gave common Hawaiians right to claim and own land

Why didn’t all Hawaiians get to own land?

 
Many Hawaiians did not make a claim because they were not told or did not know how to because they could not read or write.  Many Hawaiians did not understand the importance of land ownership.  Many did not have the money for land surveying
Constitution of 1852

How was it different from the Constitution of 1840?

More specific than the Constitution of 1840, followed the US constitution almost completely. 

 Made slavery illegal in Hawaii.  Created mail service, secret ballot for elections
Why did Kauikeaouli invite so many foreigners to help with the Hawaiian Government?

The foreigners at the time were better educated than the Hawaiians.  He needed the foreigners to

help to create a government like the other nations.  Kam III believed Hawaii needed to become 

like the other nations for Hawaii to be considered as an equal.  He promised to replace the 

foreigners as soon as there well educated Hawaiians.
