This is our very first book report for this year. Our goal for the month of September/October is to read a fiction book and do a book report by October 7th.  Book talks will be held the week of October 7. 
Book Report:

· Please refer to the attached Graphic Organizer to write a book summary for a  fiction book. 
· Please submit the graphic organizer along with the book report. 
· Using the graphic organizer as a guide, please type out a 3-4 paragraph  summary of  your book. 
· Don't forget to add title, author, illustrator, and your name on your report.
· You will also make a  making a book mark for this book report. Please read instructions on the Bookmark sheet. 

· You have 3 weeks to complete your book report. 
· Book report should be only done on grade level chapter books.
Suggested Schedule ;

· 1st week : Read the book

· 2nd week : Work on the summary graphic organizer and summary.

· 3rd week : Complete the project (book mark)

· Monday, Oct. 7: Turn in your Book Report to Mrs. Anand
Book Talk: (25 points) Your Book Talk should be between 1 1/2 - 2 min. Please practice Book Talk several times at home in front of an audience.
Here are some question to prepare for your book talk:
1. Title (1 point)
2. Author( and illustrator if applicable) (1 point)
3. Book genre ( fairly tale, non-fiction  etc.)

4. Retell the story . Share what happens in the beginning, middle , and end. (6 point)
5. Tell your favorite part of the story. (2 point)
6. Would you recommend it to another person: (yes/no). Give a reason for your opinion  other than "It's a nice book." (2 point)
7. Show your favorite page and tell why you chose it. Mark it with a paper clip. (2 point)
