Ideas on what to research:

· Define and explain your subject (Answer the who, what, when, where, why, and how)
· What is the impact on our bodies? (Positive or negative)

· What is the impact on the environment? (Positive or negative)

· What is the impact to our society? (Positive or negative)

· What is the impact to our economy?  (Long term and short term)

· Solutions or alternatives

Use statistics, expert opinions, and other factual evidence from credible, reliable sources (5 or more), including at least one print resource.

Requirements: 
Your PowerPoint must include the following slides, at a minimum:

· Title slide including names of group members
· Agenda/objectives slide

· Definition of subject slides (the who, what, when, where, why, and how as appropriate to your topic)
· Impact slides as listed above (to bodies, to the environment, to society, to the economy, etc. as appropriate)

· Solutions or alternatives slide(s) – What needs to be done? What needs to change? 
· MLA Style Works Cited slides for research and images that you use, properly formatted (appropriate indentations) and alphabetized

Other important considerations:

· Your slides should include appropriate graphics and images that add interest, support your 
· material, and enhance our understanding of the topic.
· You should add transitions between slides.  

· You may add a maximum of TWO animations and TWO sound effects if desired.  Use them for impact only (you are not required to include these).

· Proofread all slides for grammar, spelling, capitalization, etc.

· Your slide design needs to be consistent and your font should be legible from across the room.  Minimum font size on any slide is size 24.   
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
