The relationship between Hamlet and Ophelia has changed drastically in this act.  At one time they were clearly in love as evidenced by Hamlet’s love letter, in which he declares “I love thee best, O most best, believe it” (II.ii.120-121).  In Act III, however, Hamlet's behavior toward Ophelia is coldly cruel, particularly when he asks “Are you honest?” (III.i.103) which  implies that she impure and is no longer a virgin.  His words and actions cause Ophelia to break down in tears and ask God for help.
