3.  Type “Topic: _____” (type in your topic- narrow it down!)

5.  Type: “Works Cited” and find 3 sources that answer your question.  Use an MLA Citation Maker to make your citations.  Copy and Paste them on your paper.

6.  Cut and paste them so they are in alphabetical order, not bulleted or numbered.

7.  If source goes to more than one line, indent all lines after the 1st one (like a backwards paragraph).

8. Make your margins 1” all around, make sure it’s capitalized properly, double-spaced, 12 point font Times New Roman.
9.  Press Print and turn in one copy.
