Menu of Activities
1. Write a letter from one character to another. Make sure to use the voice of the character writing the letter and incorporate details from the novel.

2. Write a personal ad for a character. It must include at least eight details about the character.

3. Create a collage which represents a character, event, scene, setting, etc. from the novel. Write a paragraph explaining the collage.

4. Using only words found in a certain section of the novel, write a found poem. See: http://www.creative-writing-now.com/found-poetry.html
5. Choose a visual, poem, or song and explain how it relates to a theme, symbol, character, event, setting, etc. in the novel and write a paragraph explaining the connection between the two works.

6. Create a Facebook page for one of the characters. Template available upon request.

7. Write a paragraph explaining who of all the characters you would want for a friend and why.

8. Create a mandala representing a character, event, setting, etc. in the novel. Write a paragraph explaining the significance of the mandala. See: http://www.art-is-fun.com/how-to-draw-a-mandala.html
9. Create an Open Mind for one of the characters using symbols, words, and phrases. Write a paragraph explaining your choices. Template available upon request.

10. Create a storyboard for a particular chapter/ section of the novel. Be sure to include pictures and quotes/summaries of events.

11. Write a song or poem about a character, event, setting, symbol, theme, etc. in the novel.

12. Create a reading response question based on the reading and have each member respond to the question.

13. Write a diary entry for one of the characters in the story about the events you just read in the novel using the voice of that character.

14. Proposes your own activity idea. Teacher approval mandatory.
