Before the Video Discussion Questions

1. What ethnicity do you identify with?

 How has this hindered, furthered or even shaped your personal

goals and your career goals? Has it affected the pursuit of your goals at all?

2. What are the societal stereotypes about your ethnicity? 

Do you believe that any of these stereotypes or mental models are true? How have these mental models influenced the way you feel about yourself and your potential?

3. Do you know others that have dropped out of school? Why did they drop out? What might have prevented them from dropping out? Have you considered dropping out as well? Why? Why is school important?

4. What subject in school do you think is most useful to your “real life”? 

Out of all of the subjects you are taking this semester, which ones matter to your life? Are there any that you think don’t matter at all? What are they and why do you think they don’t matter?

5. What are you good at? 

What do you like to do outside of class? Can you think of a way to do in school what you enjoy doing outside of school? Are you already doing it in school?

6. What is an entrepreneur? 

What kinds of people can be entrepreneurs? If you were an entrepreneur, what would your business be? Why?

7. Does having more money make life easier for high school students? 

Do you wish you had more money or are you content with what you have? If you wish you had more, how would having more money make your life different? Consider how you might make money doing something you love.

8. Do you know any students who have been homeless during high school? 

Who sell or use drugs? Whose parents sell or use drugs? Do you think life is harder for these students? What needs to change in their life, and how is that change possible? What sort of support will these students need to make this change?

9. What is the definition of success for a teenager? 

How about success for an adult? What is the importance of seizing opportunity? Do you know any students who have seen opportunity and seized it?

10. Think about people you know who have seized opportunity and been successful. 
They can be other teens that you know, or famous people that you admire. Have these people come from similar backgrounds or very different backgrounds? What character traits did they have that allowed them to seize opportunity and to benefit from it?

11. What are your five best characteristics, which you are most proud of? 
What are your five worst, which you know you should change or wish you could?

Use a whiteboard or flip chart to capture responses and identify themes. This will be important as it will allow you to help students compare old ways of thinking before seeing the film with new ways of thinking after viewing the film.
